DISTRIBUTION

A deciduous savannah species suitable for a wide range of conditions. It is 
widespread in Tanzania in various habitats including open woodlands, forest 
clearings, grasslands, and lowland woodlands to 2000 m except in very dry or high 
altitude areas (RSCU 1992). E. abyssinica is found in Mbeya, Rukwa, Morogoro, 
Tabora, Arusha, the Coast and Kagera (Rulangaranga 1989).
